It uses a high-power 1.125” soft dome tweeter which is slightly larger than the more common 1”, as well as an exotic 3” high-power soft dome midrange which covers most of the vocal region. “Together, these two drivers produce an incredibly uniform on- and off-axis frequency response,” said Duke Ducoff, MSE Audio VP of Sales. “In addition to the superb mid and high range performance, the S1.8’s 8” Kevlar woofer has been doubled up in the tower version for more bass and even better power handling-- up to 400 watts.”
As with other Induction Dynamics speakers, the S1.8T features the company’s patented S4X® Super Fourth-Order Crossover. This crossover network has extremely sharp curves which generate an almost flat frequency response across the entire listening spectrum – 36 Hz to 20,000 Hz. “Put together, the S1.8T has a wide, smooth soundstage that brings out the most subtle details in the music with exceptional clarity and dynamics,” said Ducoff. “This sort of performance is only possible through  extremely uniform frequency response and high power handling.”
The S1.8T speakers were combined with a new generation of Oracle’s Paris and Delphi products. New products in the Paris line include a CD player and DAC; in the Delphi line the company introduced the CD 2500 Mk III and the DAC 1000 Mk II. Oracle also demonstrated their existing Paris Mk V and Delphi Mk VI products.  ”We enjoy teaming up with Oracle at these events,” said Ducoff.  “Their turntable products are second to none and our companies nicely complement each other.”
